Three little words you may expect to hear often 
over the next year: Faith, Community, and 
Vital Aging. 
   

Okay, being part of a church you might expect 
to hear these words often, wouldn’t you? 
In this particular Christian congregation, 
however, these three words will lead us into 
conversation, prayer and innovation about how 
we do faith, community and vitality. 
I share with you this month words from our 
Book of Faith—the Bible—and the thoughts of 
some modern writers who take all these words 
very seriously. 
 
FAITH is “…the assurance of things hoped 
for, the presence of things not seen.  
Hebrews 11:11 (New Testament) 
Frederick Buechner put it this way: “Faith is 
homesickness. Faith is a lump in the throat. 
Faith is less a position on than a movement 
toward, less a sure thing than a hunch. Faith is 
waiting. Faith is journeying through space and 
through time.” 
The Children, Youth & Family task force has 
recommended some exciting innovations for how 
we pass faith on to future generations.   
 
COMMUNITY is… “Where two or three are 
gathered together in my name.  There am  
I in the midst of them.”   
Jesus, in Matthew 18:20 (New Testament) 
For writer Barbara Kingsolver, community is best 
illustrated in her vision of heaven and hell:   
If you go to visit hell, you’ll find a kitchen and a 
table on which sits a pot of delicious stew. The 
people around the table are dying of starvation.  
The only utensils they have are spoons with 
very, very, very long handles, and they are only 

able to eat if they feed each other — but they 
refuse to care for each other. They swear and 
curse...and starve.   
But in heaven, in a similar room with the same pot 
of stew, the same long-handled spoons? The 
people at the table are happy and fat, for they use 
the spoons to feed each other.  In caring for each 
other, they are ‘perfectly, magnificently well-fed, 
and very happy.’ (condensed from her novel, The 
Bean Trees.) 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer: “The church is the church 
only when it exists for others.” (Letters & Papers 
from Prison, p. 382) 
We are asking this question about community:  
Are we focused more internally, or more on the 
community around us?  
 
Vital Aging: “In our maturity we still 
produce fruit: we are always growing and  
full of life.”  Psalm 92:14  
 

“The great thing about getting old is that you 
don’t lose all the other ages you’ve been.”  
 Madeleine L’Engle 
 

Over the last couple years, ministry to seniors has 
grown exponentially here at GA.  But lately, we 
have noticed:  Not all who are retired or could be 
categorized as “seniors” are looking to be served 
in the ways the church traditionally serves seniors.  
Don’t you think the church should be that 
community where you are known, not as an “old 
person getting older,” but a child of God with 
innumerable gifts, talents and time to offer?  In 
fact, I think one of the many callings of the church 
is to help members live their retirement years with 
vitality and excitement, grace and great joy!

What a great line to end the 
minutes from the first meeting of 
the CVP (Companion Village 
Project) in Kiponzelo!  Missionary 

Roger Bloomquist sent us the meeting minutes.  
Our companion congregation in Tanzania is just 
starting a CVP. The whole idea of the CVP is to 
improve food production for villages in Kiponzelo 
by giving them knowledge of improved use of 
fertilizer and improved corn seeds which will 
result in farmers getting more bags of corn per 
acre.  We at GA are a companion with them in 
this project and have committed $2,000 a year 
for three years in support. 
 
The minutes from the first CVP meeting on March 
16, 2010, informed us that 18 people attended.  
Roger tells us that the purpose of the first visit 
was three fold, to introduce the project, deliver a 
hand hoe and box file for record keeping and to 
take a soil sample for analysis. With these tools 
and help from the CVP, families will not only have 
enough food, but some extra to sell, and a way to 
eliminate "hungry time."  That is a term and a 
condition found in many parts of Africa, each 
year. 
 
You may remember last September and the Rally 
Day Sunday that included the sweet corn feed.  
This event was a kick-off for the CVP in 
Kiponzelo.  Missionary Tom Jensen held an 
education hour on the CVP inside, in the 
gathering area.  The donations for the meal went 
to support the CVP.  We will have the corn feed 
again this year because our commitment is for 
three years.  That sweet corn will taste just as 
sweet this year.  
 
"They promised to follow all the instructions."  
What a great way to end the meeting.  Those are 
the words we should take with us as we leave 
church meetings and services. Allow me to say, 
we will promise to follow through on our three 

year commitment for the 
CVP, right next to our 
companion congregation, 
Kiponzelo, in Tanzania.
